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Abstract
· the abstract is a brief summary of your thesis proposal
· its length should not exceed ~200 words
· present a brief introduction to the issue
· make the key statement of your thesis
· give a summary of how you want to address the issue
· may include a possible implication of your work
Note: This document is a guideline. If you and your advisor agree to omit some topics in this format, it can be done. Please consult with your advisor.
1. Introduction
· this section sets the context for your proposed thesis and must capture the reader's interest
· explain the background of your study starting from a broad picture narrowing in on your research question
· review what is known about your research topic as far as it is relevant to your thesis
· cite relevant references
· the introduction should be at a level that makes it easy to understand for readers with a general science background, for example your classmates
2. Objectives/Research questions
In this section, you can provide either a list of objectives or research questions. Whatever format that goes well with your thesis work and your advisor will be acceptable.

4. Theory and Concept
· A review of related theory and concept that the readers need to understand before they can understand your work.
· A review of tools/techniques/framework to be used in your work. These tools/techniques/frameworks will show up in your methodology part. Providing the information here will help the reader to understand what the tools are. Some justification must be given on why such tools are selected for the job. 
5. Related Work 
· A review of the relevant literature
· This should not simply be a list of summaries with some comments added on, but an integrated statement that explains why these studies or theories are important to your research. (See what we said earlier about "present a case" and "justify what you plan to do"!)
6. Scopes/Hypothesis
In this section, you will provide a list of scope or hypothesis on what will be done or what will not be done in this work. This section should give a picture of what will be covered and what not

7. Methodology
· this section contains an overall description of your approach, materials, and procedures
· what methods will be used?
· how will data be collected and analyzed?

· include calculations, technique, procedure, equipment, and calibration graphs
· detail limitations, assumptions, and range of validity
· citations should be limited to data sources and more complete descriptions of procedures
· do not include results and discussion of results here
8. Preliminary Results
· present any results you already have obtained
· discuss how they fit in the framework of your thesis
9. Plan of Actions
· describe in detail what you plan to do until completion of your thesis 
· list the stages of your thesis in a table format or grant chart
· indicate deadlines you have set for completing each stage of the thesis, including any work you have already completed

Some suggestions
· “A picture is worth a thousand words” – a single still image can present complex or multiple ideas better than a verbal description. Figures serve to illustrate important aspects of the background material, sample data, and analysis techniques. 
· Check, Check, and Check your grammar and spelling! Poor grammar and spelling distract from the content of the proposal. The reader focuses on the grammar and spelling problems and misses keys points made in the text.   
· If your sentences seem too long, make two or three sentences instead of one.  Try to write the same way that you speak when you are explaining a concept. Most people speak more clearly than they write.
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
